Riga Garden Festival is a wide ranged cultural, flower and ornamental plant exhibition which is widely visited in Latvia. Event is held already eighth year, every year bringing together more than 20 000 visitors from Latvia as well as guests from Lithuania, Estonia, Finland, Norway England and etc.

Plants and flowers, bred and grown by the best Latvian gardeners and flower growers are showed in Riga Garden Festival. The aim of the expositions is to demonstrate the unique nature of each plant, to introduce the visitors with the best and newest plant varieties, enhance the joy of the beauty created by nature and man together. The high quality of Riga Garden Festival is consistently provided by its artistic layout, made by  Latvian landscape architects and designers.

GARDEN DESIGN COMPETITION


Theme: "Tea Time"


Goal: to create a dream of a garden in which everyone can relax, get inspired, perfect their rituals and learn about the biodiversity of plants and its practical use.

Participants: landscape architects, gardeners, artists, students, creative people, etc.

Preferred team: designer + plant nursery + sponsors (distributors of horticultural products, machinery and chemicals, companies of pharmacy, banks, etc.) If necessary, the organizers can help participants meet each other to realize projects.

Task: to lay out a garden in the form of a circle with diameter of 2.5 - 5 m. Display must be good sight worthy from every point of view. Depending on the size and the author's intentions garden can be walked through or just viewable from outside. Solutions of theme can be associational, imaginative, practical and etc. Topography of the land may be changed by raising or deepening it.

Garden authors, if they provide qualitative garden, can choose the time for their competition entries to stay in the Botanical garden of Latvian University:

1) from the 7 th to the11th of July or

2) from the7 th of July until the end of the season.

Competition organizers provide:

· publishing of sketches and pictures of the finished work on the website of the University of     Latvia

· information about the author and /or company name, plant nursery, sponsor and wider used materials and plants lists next to each competition work,

· plant watering from the planting date till the 6th of July and after the 11 th of July, 

· electricity, water pipes, compost, sand for the garden design.


Competition prize fund: Ls 1500, (the 1st place - Ls700, 2nd place – Ls 500, 3rd place – Ls 300), as well as the Visitors Award.


Jury: Gardening and landscaping professionals and in the society recognized people. 

Timetable:
Deadline for sending the entry: the 15th of  March till 3 p.m.

Approval of the project: the 1st of April
Sketch publishing on the Internet: the 15th of April
Setting up the exposition: the 15th of May – the 6th of July
Press Day: the 7th of July from midday.
Opening of the Riga Garden Festival: the 8th of July at 9 a.m
Exhibition opening hours: the 8th to the 11th of July at 9 a.m -7 p.m.
Awarding the winners of the competition and the Party: the 9th of July at 7.30 p.m.

The publishing of the picture of finished work: the 20th of July.

Terms of the sketch submission:
PDF A4 format, printed form, drawing, appliqué, photo collage, Autocad or other software programs.

Terms of the project set up:
• Exposition must be completed till the 7th of July at 11 a.m.
• Plants must be planted or dug in with pots early enough to have time to thrive. 

• Please inform organizers a week before you start setting up the lay out.  

• The plants must be strong, healthy, without signs of disease and pests. If you find signs of disease or pests or the plants lose decorativeness they must be immediately be replaced by healthy ones.
• For security reasons it is recommended to place valuable or lent garden furniture and small accessories, etc., not sooner than in 6th or 7th of July. 

• At least once a week authors must check the quality of used plants and materials and if necessary renew or replace them.

• After the end of the exposition place must be left clean, levelled and preferably sowed by grass.

• If the exposition becomes not aesthetic and the author doesn’t respond after two warnings, the organizers of the show reserve the right to remove the exposition.
